o Going forward, the district is trying to come up with a plan to address this as currently each college (and sometimes each scho
within each college) is handling this differently, with some schools shortening the end-time of TR classes by 5 minutes. Hopeful
they will come up with a consistent plan for all courses at all colleges, but we shall see.
